Johnny left the hospital and
came to City Union Mission, where
he recovered in our infirmary. “I
thank God for the brothers | had on
the Christian Life Program (CLP).
They took care of me; they changed - , ar \
my bandages every day. | had a o
hole in my back and these guys o - =
came down and stuffed gauze in my
back. You can’t find too many guys
that take care of another man.”

God’s love moving through the hands of broken
men—men who at one time used drugs and stole and

physically abused others—touched Johnny’s life in an
amazing way. “I’'m supposed to be gone,” he remembers
thinking. “This is my second chance. | said, ‘Lord, |

believe You now.

April 30, 2004, Johnny graduated the CLP. Today he
works full time as shelter manager in our Men’s Center,
where he oversees the day room and does intake interviews
for men entering the Mission for the first time. Johnny
feels blessed to have the opportunity to pass on God’s love
to men mired in despair.

“I respect them and they respect me,” he says matter
of factly. “I let them know I care about them, and what
God did for me, He can do for them.”
